The members of the 

hand bell choir were invited to play at a nationwide celebration of the Virgin of Charity, the patron saint 

of Cuba.  The St. Paul’s, Cienfuegos ringers played two pieces at the festival, which was held in José 

Martí Square in downtown Cienfuegos.   Playing “Tu has Venido a la Orilla"  and "Vírgen Mambisa" they 

were positioned on the steps of the Catholic Cathedral in the square, which many of us who traveled to 

Cuba also visited on our tour of Cienfuegos. Catholic Church officials, authorities of the civil govern-

ment, and the Bishop of the Roman Catholic Church were present as well as many members of the St. 

Paul’s, Cienfuegos congregation and citizens of near-by provinces.  It was a well-attended event and was 

shown on Cuban television the Monday after Pentecost Sunday.  So, for the first time on Cuban television,

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Record high temperatures throughout the 

south are making heat safety a priority. To help keep 

yourself and your family safe, follow these precautions. 
 

Stay hydrated. Drink plenty of fluids.  Avoid drinks 

with caffeine or alcohol.  Eat small meals and eat 

more often. 

Wear loose-fitting, lightweight clothing. Avoid dark 

colors; they absorb heat. 

Slow down, stay indoors and avoid strenuous exercise 

during the hottest part of the day. 

Postpone outdoor games and activities. Take frequent 

breaks if you must work outdoors. 

Check on family members and neighbors who may 

not have air conditioning, spend much of their time 

alone, or are more likely to be affected by the heat. 

Never leave children and pets in a locked vehicle. 

Check on pets frequently and provide water in more 

than one location. 
 

HEAT-RELATED EMERGENCIES Heat cramps are 

muscular pains and spasms that usually occur in the 

legs or abdomen.  They are caused by exposure to high 

heat and humidity and loss of fluids and electrolytes.  

Heat cramps are often an early sign that the body is 

having trouble with the heat. 

HEAT EXHAUSTION Heat exhaustion typically in-

volves the loss of body fluids through heavy sweating 

during strenuous exercise or physical labor in high heat 

and humidity. 
 

SIGNS OF HEAT EXHAUSTION Cool, moist, pale, or 

flushed skin; heavy sweating; headache; nausea; dizzi-

ness; weakness; and exhaustion. 
 

WHAT TO DO Move the person to a cooler place.  Remove or 

loosen tight clothing and apply cool, wet clothes or towels to the 

skin. Fan the person. If the person is conscious, give small amounts 

of water to drink. If the person refuses the water or has changes in 

consciousness, call 911! 
 

SIGNS OF HEAT STROKE  Hot, red skin that may or may 

not be moist, changes in consciousness, vomiting, and high 

body temperature. 
 

WHAT TO DO  Call 911 immediately; heat stroke is life 

threatening! Move the person to a cooler place.  

Quickly cool the person’s body by giving care as you 

would a person with heat exhaustion. If needed, apply 

ice or cold packs wrapped in cloth to the wrists, ankles, 

groin, neck, and armpits. 
 

For more information about heat related injuries, call 

your local Red Cross. 

Notes From the Parish Nurse by Ava Wainwright, RN 

HEAT WAVE BURNS THE EAST COAST 
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There are 30 books of the Bible in this paragraph. Can you find them? This 

is a most remarkable puzzle. It was found by a gentleman in an airplane seat 

pocket on a flight from Los Angeles to Honolulu, keeping him occupied for 

hours. He enjoyed it so much he passed it on to some friends. One friend 

from Illinois worked on this while fishing from his john boat. Another 

friend studied it while playing his banjo. Elaine Taylor, a columnist friend 

was so intrigued by it she mentioned it in her weekly newspaper column. 

Another friend judges the job of solving this puzzle so involving, she brews 

a cup of tea to help her nerves. There will be some names that are really 

easy to spot. That’s a fact. Some people, however, will soon find themselves 

in a jam, especially since the book names are not necessarily capitalized.
