It is a privilege to study scripture.  It is a gift to 

discover the cultural setting of the texts (who, what, 

when, where, and how), and then to explore how 

particular passages speak to our lives today. It is es-

pecially helpful to study scripture with a group.  The 

perspective of different people discussing the texts 

adds a layer of richness that enhances the meaning 

and that can help to clarify its life application. 

Beginning Wednesday, November 16th, at 9am, 

our mid-week Bible Study group will begin a study 

of the book of the prophet Isaiah. This book of 

scripture is often quoted in the New Testament and 

helps to form the foundation of our faith story. 

Isaiah was a prophet.  During the turbulent times 

in which he lived, Isaiah was commissioned by God 

to convey some important messages to the people.  

He told the people about the things they were doing 

that did not please God.  He encouraged them to re-

turn to the ways of God, and he told them about 

God‟s promises that they would see a better day. 

It was roughly seven-hundred years before Jesus 

was born that Isaiah foretold about Jesus‟ coming to 

live among us, then die for our sin. The prophet 

Isaiah brought the good news that we are highly 

valued by God, and when we turn to God, even in 

our times of greatest darkness, we can find that 

God‟s abundant grace and mercy are sufficient to 

sustain us. 

If a single theme were to be used to describe 

the book of Isaiah, it would be something like 

“learning to trust God.”  That is because only God 

could have given Isaiah the knowledge that he had, 

and the messages that he spoke that indeed came to 

be fulfilled. Isaiah‟s prophecy revealed the holiness 

of God, the saving power of Jesus, and the hope 

that is available for all believers.  Therefore, when 

we study the words of God through Isaiah, we find 

that they still speak just the comfort we need to 

hear in our time. 

If you have been thinking about Bible Study, 

now is a great time to join us if you can.  No previ-

ous experience is necessary.  We welcome you!

Our hope is 

the stations will be useful to those who attend St. Paul‟s, Cienfuegos during 

their Lenten journey and that they may be shared with the members of St. 

Mary‟s in Rodas, Cuba.

      The original St. Paul‟s by-the-Sea church build-

ing, now located on the campus of Beaches Chapel, 

is on the move.  

The first church at 

the Beaches, built 

in 1887, has been 

given to the 

Beaches Histori-

cal Society. The 

estimated cost to 

the Historical So-

ciety is between 

$250,000 and 

$300,000 to move the church and make the restora-

tions necessary to bring it back to its original condi-

tion. It is hoped that the money will be raised in 

time for the relocation to begin in early 2012.    

      A special program, sponsored by Beaches His-

torical Society, to celebrate the gift and begin the 

campaign to raise the money will be held on Sunday, 

Nov. 6th at 3pm at the original SPBTS located off of 

3rd Street on Florida Boulevard.
