 I read with mixed emotions the front page article in the July 

6th  Leader- ñBeaches Chapel offers oldest church to the Beach 

Museum & History Center.ò 

 Disappointment expresses mildly my feeling that the ñOldest 

Churchò or ñLittle 

Chapelò was not 

identified as the 

home of St Paulôs by

-the-Sea  Episcopal 

Church from the 

time it was con-

structed in 1887 until 

it was given to Cen-

tral Christian Church 

( n o w  B e a c h e s 

Chapel) in 1970.  St. 

Paulôs by-the-Sea 

was the only church 

at the beaches in 

1887 and provided a house of worship for tourists and vacationers 

from Jacksonville for many years. 

 It is truly one of the  historical treasures remaining at the 

beach.  So I was pleased to read Beaches Chapel was giving the 

church to the Beaches Historical Society (Beach Museum & His-

tory Center). The gift is very appropriate since, as mentioned 

above, the original church was a gift to Beaches Chapelôs prede-

cessor.  It is estimated the cost of relocating and restoring it to its 

original condition will be about $250,000. I encourage the resi-

dents of the beaches to support the relocation and restoration of 

the beaches ñOldest Church.ò  In so doing, I am confident the 

Beaches Historical Society will recognize St. Paulôs by-the-Sea 

for its historical role in the life of the church.
